· City of Half Moon Bay needs to learn their nonprofit partners providing services; need to establish a system

· Human Services Agency – Meals on Wheels to know house-bound clients.

· Coastside Children’s Programs – since programs are at school locations, CCP will possibly be providing housing – this creates a shift from normal services provided.

Major Concerns:

· Volunteer base available – are they capable of providing needed services, such as transportation, deliveries, and mental health?

· Financial support: VISA cards, establish agreements with local providers re: stores, groceries, sundries that may be needed

· Have some cash on-site

· Chain of command 

· Reimbursement for services

· Facilities – what’s working and what’s not? (this is the city’s charge)

· City involvement with nonprofits

· After-school services

· Animal/shelter – people are not going to shelters if unable to bring their pets

· Communications: Individuals contacting family – not via HAM radio services – must post notices to common spaces/walls

· Mail services
